9–10) included.

From this group:

8 athletes will represent the kura in Kī-o-Rahi
6 athletes will compete in Waka Ama

Only those 12 registered athletes are eligible to participate in the competition
— no additional participants will be permitted.

Venue: Tauranga Boys’ College Fields (Nicholson Field)

Format: Pool play followed by finals

Equipment: Provided by the host kura (schools may bring their own playing bibs or
uniforms if preferred)

Parking / Access: Devonport Road Parks - Access via Devonport Road entrance
National rules apply. Each school must provide 1 referee.
